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Willow Emerald Damselfly d

Willow Emerald Damselfly, Marsh
Lane, Kessingland. Thursday 18th
August 2016

few areas of south-east England.

Willow Emerald Damselflies fly quite late in the season, with a peak in re-
cords occurring during August -September, though occasional individuals
may be seen later in favourable years. Although broadly similar to other
Emerald Damselflies, being metallic green in colour, it can be distinguished
by pale pterostigmata (wing -spots) and characteristic patterning on the
sides of the thorax.

The Willow Emerald is notable for the female laying eggs into the
branches of trees and shrubs overhanging water (a large number of soft-
barked species are used, not just willows!). Even when not showing breed-
ing behaviour, both males and females spend much of their time in the
trees.

Individuals typically perch on the end of branches (often those that are
rather bare and partially exposed), hanging off at an angle of 45degrees
with their wings half open. Their silhouette is very characteristic when you
know what to look for.
